While we live in
this interim time, in spite of all the
disheartening events in the world, we are
the Body of Christ that acts courageously

and with faith for the glory of God the
Father. Christ Jesus comes in the final
judgment to bring all time to an end. Christ
Jesus brings in the full and true Kingdom of
God for all creation. “Rejoice always, pray
without ceasing, give thanks in all
circumstances; for this is the will of God in
Christ Jesus for you.”
